COURSE DESCRIPTION
In this course, students will improve their literacy skills through the comprehension and analysis of a variety of literary and expository texts. Students will learn to analyze and evaluate literature of all genres, generate their own written pieces, and participate in academic discussions and classroom presentations. In order to be successful in this English course, students must come to class with the desire to learn, and the willingness to put forth their best efforts. 

The majority of reading will come from both novels and California Collections textbook/anthology, while other selections will include excerpts from newspapers, magazines, websites, and poetry collections as deemed appropriate by the instructor. Novels will include: The Great Gatsby.  Additional novels may be selected by the teacher or/and student.  Students will improve their reading comprehension skills through direct instruction, group and individual-practice, and a variety of classroom activities. Writing, speaking, grammar and vocabulary will be included in various reading units. 
Coupled with various readings, when time allows, students will have at least one opportunity to view an educational movie.  By signing the syllabus, you give your permission for your child to participate in the viewing of material rated G/PG/PG-13.  These videos include movies of novels read in class available from the CEHS Library and are for instructional purposes only.  If for any reason you do not want your child to participate, please do not check the box above your signature on the student information sheet.  The selections are listed below.
The Crucible
The Crucible is a 1996 drama film written by Arthur Miller and based on his play of the same name.  After married man John Proctor (Daniel Day-Lewis) decides to break off his affair with his young lover, Abigail Williams (Winona Ryder), she leads other local girls in an occult rite to wish death upon his wife, Elizabeth (Joan Allen). When the ritual is discovered, the girls are brought to trial. Accusations begin to fly, and a literal witch hunt gets underway. Before long, Elizabeth is suspected of witchcraft, and John's attempt to defend her only makes matters worse. Rated PG-13.
The Great Gatsby
Adapted from F. Scott Fitzgerald's novel of the same name, Midwest native Nick Carraway (Tobey Maguire) arrives in 1922 New York in search of the American dream. Nick, a would-be writer, moves in next-door to millionaire Jay Gatsby (Leonardo DiCaprio) and across the bay from his cousin Daisy (Carey Mulligan) and her philandering husband, Tom (Joel Edgerton). Thus, Nick becomes drawn into the captivating world of the wealthy and -- as he bears witness to their illusions and deceits -- pens a tale of impossible love, dreams, and tragedy.  Rated PG-13
ASSIGNMENT POLICY
1. All assignments must have a proper heading (first/last name, period)
2. Most formal writing assignments will be typed.  If a student does not have access to a computer at home, he or she can use the library computers before and after school and at lunch time.  
3. Typed documents must be in MLA format (double-spaced, typed in a reader-friendly font (size 12), printed in black ink, and titled, with one inch margins).  Students will receive additional resources on the specifics.
4. For handwritten assignments writing should be legible in dark pencil, or ink. If I cannot read it, I cannot grade it.
5. Assignments may be turned in no later than two weeks after the original deadline for up to half credit (70% of the total points the assignment is worth).

ATTENDANCE AND MAKE-UP WORK
Your attendance is directly related to your success in this class.  If you are absent for a legitimate reason, your first priority should be to obtain and complete any work missed immediately.  Remember, the valuable information you miss in class through instruction and group discussions cannot be made up.

1. Please let the office know as soon as possible when a student will be absent for a long period of time, so work can be given in advance. 

2. Absences do not excuse students from turning in their assignments.  You are responsible for missed work. 

3. Work that was assigned prior to your absence is due upon your return.  Please write ABSENT and DATE(s) you were absent at the top of your assignment.  Absentees have the number of absent days to make up and turn in any missed work.  Students who are present before a test/assignment day and then absent on the day of the test/assignment should take the test/turn in the assignment on the day of their return.

4. Every student must realize that an absence the day before a previously announced test/assignment will NOT excuse him/her from taking the test or turning in the assignment.
5. If students are absent for any reason, there is a binder at the front of the class with a monthly schedule, directions for assignments and extra copies of any handouts.  This information is also available on the class website if the student would like to access it from home.  
6. It is the students’ responsibility to get any work they missed.  The teacher will not remind them to do so. 
PARTICIPATION
Participation is a very important part of the student’s grade.  They are required to be active participants in all class discussions and activities.  Students are also expected to come to class prepared, having read any assigned stories, chapters or assignments and be prepared to discuss them.  
GRADING CRITERIA
Students will be graded on the following:  Essays, in class work, journals, daily assignments, quizzes/tests, and other work as assigned.  If a student tries their best and turns in something, they cannot get anything lower than a 50%.  If they turn in absolutely NOTHING, then a zero will be used.  No extra credit assignments will be offered during the school year.  Grades are computed using the standard scale as determined by the English Department:

MANDATORY TOUCHSTONE ASSIGNMENTS
11th grade and the English department are instituting Touchstone assignments into the curriculum.  Touchstone assignments are major assignments that are the culmination of our lesson plans and units and serve as summative assessments.  All touchstone assignments must be completed, if they are not, it will result in an Incomplete on the corresponding semester grade.  These will be worked on in class.  The average grades on these assignments will largely dictate their overall semester grade.  There will be three touchstone assignments each semester, for a total of six.

EXTRA CREDIT
The only extra credit that will be offered throughout the year are "One Pagers".  There will be seven throughout the school year, which is approximately one every 6 weeks or so.  There is a poster at the front of the room that displays the due dates for ALL one pagers.  It is the student's responsibility to make sure they turn in the correct one pager by the due date.  I will not remind them to do so as these assignments are optional.  If a student is caught plagiarizing and or cheating on any one pager, they will not be allowed to complete any others for the remainder of the school year.  Meant to encourage students to read outside of class, there is no set list of books to choose from, although all books must be approved prior to starting a one-pager.  Assignments must be typed and submitted via Google Docs in order to receive credit.  Copies of each assignment are on my website.

TARDY POLICY

Students will receive one lunch detention for every two times they are tardy in a two week period.  If students fail to attend the lunch detention on the assigned date, the lunch detention will double.  If they fail to attend those dates, a referral to the SRC will be issued.
CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR AND CONDUCT

1. Students are expected to be in their assigned seats and ready to work when the bell rings.

2. Students are expected to bring class materials every day. 
3. Be respectful to everyone (Profanity and crude language is not acceptable).
4. Follow directions and use class time working or participating in assigned learning activities.
5. Snacks/drinks are allowed.  If trash/messes become an issue, classes will lose the privilege.
6. Be in dress code. Remove hats, hoods, and sunglasses before entering the room. 
7. No cell phones or mp3 players.  Students caught using them will be sent to the SRC per school policy.
Any behavior problems will be handled as stated in the student handbook handed out at registration.

CHEATING/PLAGIARISM
Plagiarism means copying someone else’s writing and/or ideas and turning it in as your own original work.  This includes copying from a friend’s paper, books, newspapers, magazines, on-line sources, or any other print sources. Cheating and plagiarism are serious breaches of ethics and trust and I may use one of many plagiarism detection services if I suspect plagiarism. Penalties range from receiving no credit for the assignment to referral to Administration.

COMMUNICATION AND ADDITIONAL HELP
If you don’t understand an assignment or you’re falling behind, you need to talk to me. Do not wait until the end of the grading period. Email is the best method of contact, as it allows me to get back to you if I have a few minutes free during the day and does not interrupt class.  I encourage students to communicate by email as well.  I do not always check my email after about 5pm or on weekends, so do not wait until the last minute to email.  If at any time students need assistance on any project or assignment, they are more than welcome to come in Wednesdays at lunch, or arrange a time in advance.  These are also the days/times they can come in to make up tests, quizzes, etc.

I do have a class website that I try to update as often as possible.  I post the monthly calendar of assignments and handouts, etc. similar to the absent work binders.  Not every assignment is posted, but I do try to upload the larger projects.  There are also many resources for writing, MLA format, and literary terms.
